When applying for the F-
visa, the applicant must prove that enough funds are available to cover the first year of expenses and should be prepared to prove that funds will be
available for the duration of studies. Applicants for J-1 visas must be prepared to show that funding is available for the entire J-1 program.

All evidence must be original (no photocopies or faxes) and should be less than six months old. Indicate the type of currency and the current value i
U.S. dollars. If evidence is not in the applicant's name, please attach a signed statement from the sponsor indicating the support that will be provided.
