The 2009 winner will be honored at the KACP spring conference awards luncheon in Wichita
as well at as the KSPA state contest.

How should nominations be handled?

Nomination packages should include (1) a cover letter from the person making the
nomination, (2) a list of publications the candidate advises, (3) full address and telephone
numbers of the applicant and nominator, (4) support materials, such as the candidate’s
resume and copies of the publication(s) advised, and (5) a minimum of three letters of
support from students, colleagues, administrators, parents or journalists.
