Jointly taught by  Profs. David Cateforis and Charles Eldredge, with Dr. David Lubin, Professor of Art History, Wake Forest University, the Franklin D. Murphy Lecturer for Spring 2008.  The course will consider various methodologies employed in the examination and interpretation of 19th- and 20th-century American artworks, with Dr. Lubin’s published scholarship as the centerpiece.  His publications involve a wide range of approaches, including deconstructive, social-historical, and psychoanalytic, applied to such artists as Thomas Eakins, George Caleb Bingham, Lily Martin Spencer and Andy Warhol; his most recent work moves beyond painting to engage photography and cinema and other forms of visual culture.  Students will be expected to produce a substantial and original research paper centered upon a single work.  No prerequisite, but prior course work in art history, or American studies, or U.S. history, literature, etc. is recommended.  NB: Students may enroll with either Prof. Cateforis or Prof. Eldredge; both sections of this course will meet jointly.  During the two weeks of Prof. Lubin’s residency, the class will meet evenings with him in addition to the regularly scheduled Monday sessions.
