Robbery, Battery, Intimidation of a Witness

Incident Summary:

On November 13, 2009, around midnight the male victim was walking to his vehicle
parked in the southwest corner of Lot 90. He was approached by two white males. One of
the males held him down while the other one punched him in the face. Then the victim
had his wallet taken from him by the suspects. The suspects told him not to call the police
and left the area in a white Cadillac.
