Incident Summary: 
 
 

Between January 15, 2008 at 4:00 p.m. and January 16, 2008 at 11:00 a.m. 
someone entered four unsecured residence hall rooms on the 5th floor of 
McCollum Hall and removed three laptop computers, an Ipod, and other 
personal items from inside the rooms. In two of the rooms the residents were 
asleep during the burglaries.
