Incident Summary: 
 

On December 8, 2007 around 2 a.m. a KU student approached four white 
males who were damaging his vehicle while it was parked behind Douthart 
Scholarship Hall. Two suspects punched the victim and took his cellular 
telephone from him during the altercation.
