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The number one crime on campus is theft.
Here are a few tips that will help you avoid
becoming a victim of theft:

Do not leave items unattended. Backpacks
and books left on a table are an easy target.
Always lock your doors, many thefts
happen in the residence halls every year
when the resident left their door unlocked
while visiting with another resident.

Lock your vehicle doors and put all
valuables out of view. If your vehicles
stereo has a detachable face, remove the
faceplate.

Record all of your items serial numbers or
engrave your items with a number you will
remember. Engravers are available to
check out at the KU Public Safety Office's
front desk.

Lock your bicycle by placing a good
quality U-lock through the frame and at
least one wheel.

Do not carry anything attached to your key
ring that indicates where you live. If your
keys are lost or stolen they would know
where the keys fit.
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When you are on campus here are some tips that will

keep you safe:
= Never walk alone, walk with a friend or in a
group.
= Stay on well lighted areas; avoid shortcuts behind

buildings or off of the walkway.

Know where the campus emergency phones are.

The campus has 70 blue phones and their

locations are listed on the KU Public Safety

Office's web site.

Utilize the programs that the University offers for

your safety:

1.Saferide is a service available to all KU
students between the hours of 11pm and 3am
during the school year. Saferide will provide
you a ride from anywhere in town to your
residence for any reason. Phone: 864-7233.

2.Jaywalk is a service available to all KU
students between the hours of 9pm and 1am
Sunday thru Thursday during the spring and
fall semesters. Jaywalk has a male and female
volunteer walk with you from any location on
campus to any other campus location. Phone:
864-3222.

Be aware of your surroundings when walking at

night. Avoid distractions like cellular phones.
