From the Dean

The University of Kansas is truly a global uni-
versity. With over 1600 international students
from 113 countries, more than 100 study abroad
programs in about 50 countries,and a myriad of
international opportunities on campus, our stu-
dents are preparing to be citizens of the world.

The Office of International Programs continues
to coordinate international activities on campus.
This year we started a new program that offers
undergraduates certification for their interna-
tional activities. The Global Awareness Program
(GAP), open to all undergraduates, recognizes
students’ international activities, on and off cam-
pus. GAP certification on students’ transcripts
indicates to future employers that KU is training
globally aware students.

Internationalization means building relationships.This year we signed agree-
ments with the College of Europe in Bruges and Brussels, the University of
Paris 1-Sorbonne, and the Korea University of Technology and Education.
These partnerships will offer exciting opportunities for KU faculty and stu-
dents—both graduate and undergraduate.

Our outreach through our alumni network continues to be successful. We
have raised funds for both graduate and undergraduate study abroad scholar-
ships and special projects on campus and developed networks for students
who want internships or employment abroad. We are proud of our accom-
plishments and will continue to expand KU’s global reach.

Our internal partnerships remain strong as well. Through the coordinated
efforts of several schools on campus and the Chancellor’s office, a group of
University of Costa Rica faculty came to Lawrence in April to participate in the
Costa Rica Symposium. OIP also recognized the importance of the additions to
the European Union when we sponsored the European Enlargement Sympo-
sium along with European Studies. Our annual First Amendment project with
the Journalism School brings international officers to campus.

What OIP Does

The Office of International Programs (OIP) is a conduit and catalyst for the
university’s international programs and activities. OIP works with a wide vari-
ety of university and external constituencies to:

promote international studies and study abroad as an integral part of
the curriculum of every unit;

coordinate the Fulbright Program, Graduate Direct Exchanges, and
other opportunities for graduate and faculty research and study
abroad;

assist faculty members from all disciplines to pursue international
research projects, travel, and collaborative work;

develop initiatives to internationalize the curriculum; promote inter-
national programming and cultural events at the university;

prepare non-native English-speaking international students, scholars,
and visitors for participation in U.S. classrooms;

arrange internationally-related workshops, symposia, and translation
and related services to fulfill the needs of the business community,
teachers at all levels, and the general public in the Midwest;

assist in obtaining public and private financial assistance for interna-
tional studies and programs;

cooperate with other educational institutions to promote interdisci-
plinary programs in international studies;

develop closer relationships between the university and its alumni
abroad;

act as liaison between scholars and sponsored students and
university departments and offices; provide immigration advising for
visiting international scholars;

assist area high school, college, and university students in exploring
international careers; and

recruit in targeted areas to increase the number of applications, both
undergraduate and graduate, by qualified international students.



An International Campus

Global Awareness Program

This year marks the beginning of an exciting new project.KU students
will be recognized for their international experiences on and off cam-
pus through the Global Awareness Program (GAP).

GAP is open to all currently enrolled KU undergraduates. Students will
earn certification on their KU transcript that will inform employers that
they have completed a course of study and activities that gives them
international understanding/awareness.

There are three components to GAP. Students will receive certification
after fulfilling two of three required components.

° International experience through study abroad or
enrollment as an international student.

° Study of a foreign language for two semesters and
three courses with significant modern international
focus
° Involvement in service programs or activities that

have international focus.

Cuba License

Twelve students were in KU’s first
group to visit Cuba under its new
Cuba license.The group went in
December to the Cuban Inde-
pendent Film Festival. The film
students, led by Assistant Profes-
sor Tamara Falicov, completed a
course before traveling to Cuba.
In June ten KU faculty members
went to Cuba for a week-long In-

KU is the only university in
Kansas and one of only 200 American universities to hold a U.S. Depart-
ment of the Treasury Cuba license.

Costa Rica Symposium

KU’s long-standing relationship with the University of Costa Rica was
celebrated during April’s Costa Rica Symposium. More than 30 UCR
faculty members and administrators traveled to Lawrence to attend the
symposium and meet with their exchange partners. Faculty and staff
panelists from KU, Kansas State University,and UCR spoke on subjects

European Union Symposium

To commemorate the expansion of the European Union, OIP coordinat-
ed a two-day symposium, “Europe at the Crossroads: What EU Enlarge-
ment Means for You” in April. Kansas
City international business leaders, a
Hungarian diplomat, and academics
provided a general overview of the im-
pact of the EU on various aspects of Eu-
ropean life—politics, economics, history,
and culture—and how each of them
will contribute to or be affected by the
enlargement. Travel author Thomas
Swick read from his book and talked
about his recent travels throughout
Europe.

Azerbaijan

The Graduate School and Office of International Programs was awarded
a $271,670 contract by the U.S.Trade & Development Agency to con-
duct a feasibility study on the establishment of an American-style MBA
program in Azerbaijan. KU is working as a contractor to the University
of Construction of Architecture in Baku, learning how financial and po-
litical factors in Azerbaijan could affect the proposed program. A group
of KU faculty and Dean Diana Carlin visited Baku in January and June to
begin work on the project.

Enrollment Trends

Enrollment in the AEC's regular class program was down by about
14% from 2002-2003, with 209 regular students in fall, 145 in
spring, and 74 in summer. However, enroliment in the AEC’s spe-
cial programs increased 22%—from 69 to 84.

Special Programs

The program begun in 2002 for LG InfoComm U.S.A.,a manu-
facturer of digital handsets based in San Diego, to teach English
classes to their Korean executives in their Kansas office in Over-
land Park, continues. Eada Arbab teaches pronunciation and
fluency classes in their offices in 5-week sessions throughout the



year. Elizabeth Byleen provided an on-line writing course in the
spring for five Italian and Slovenian students in KU’s Italy MBA
program, CIMBA.

For the fifth year, the AEC ran a special spring program for a group
of French undergraduates majoring in international business at
ACI-Négocia in France.The group of 13 arrived in early January
and left at the beginning of Spring Break.This was the 14th year
for the AEC’s February English language
and American culture program for Kana-
gawa University students. Twenty-one stu-
dents arrived in Lawrence in early Febru-
ary to begin the four-week language and
culture program.
