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Letter from the Dean
It is a pleasure to present the International Programs portion of the Annual Report for
the Office of the Graduate School and International Programs. This is the first annual
report since 1994, and we believe it is an important new undertaking because our
activities are wide ranging and serve a vital function in internationalizing the University
of Kansas. Chancellor Robert Hemenway has said on many occasions that the great
universities in the 21st century will be those that are international universities. The
Office of International Programs serves coordination and innovation functions that are
moving our campus toward being one of those great universities.

The 2001-2002 academic year was an especially challenging one for our office and for
everyone involved in international education. We dealt with the aftermath of the murder
of a former study abroad student who was in Costa Rica conducting research. We
mobilized to address the challenges of 9-11 and went beyond dealing with the immedi-
ate issues to creating many teachable moments about Islam, Afghanistan, and interna-
tional understanding, in general. We are encouraging more faculty and student research
activity with international partners or at international venues. We are engaging in
research ourselves to determine how we can expand our courses at new international
sites.

While we had moments during the year when we felt we were only in a crisis mode, the
compilation of this report made us all realize how much we were doing proactively and
how crises did not divert us from our mission. It is our hope that by making what we do
more public to the university and larger community, more of you will take advantage of
our programs, our expertise, and our desire to be even more involved in the internation-
alization of the University of Kansas.

Continuing Programs

Task Force on Internationalization

To be a major university in the United States in the 21st century, a university must
be an international university. It must provide its domestic students with a window
to the wider world through its teaching on campus and its programs overseas, it
must encourage its faculty to do research on topics all across the globe and to
collaborate with researchers in their disciplines in any nation, and it must welcome
students and scholars from every part of the global community.

The charge from Provost David Shulenburger in 1998 sounded simple enough — that
every undergraduate program would include a significant international experience as
well as a research component.

The final “Report of the University of Kansas Task Force on Internationalization” was
completed and submitted to the provost in August 2001. It defines, for the purposes of
the provost’s call, what constitutes a significant international experience. It also ponders
the quandary of providing an international “experience” that is accessible to as many
KU undergraduates as possible but remains substantial and meaningful. In fact, the
report states that “where to draw the line between rigor and availability is a difficult
question.”

The task force — convened by Associate Provost Kathleen McCluskey-Fawcett and
Dean Diana Carlin — was given three main objectives:

Diana B. Carlin
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1. Define an international experience in a way that could be measured, certified, and
recorded on students’ transcripts.

2. Explore ways in which more KU students could take part in study abroad.

3. Explore how faculty and scholars and the university will be affected by efforts to
increase internationalization.

Paul D’Anieri, associate dean of international programs, led the task force, which was
broken into three subcommittees, each centered on one of the three objectives. They
reached four broad findings and arrived at a definition and specific recommendations.

The report was submitted to Executive Vice Chancellor and Provost David
Shulenburger, who said, “This Task Force Report does a great deal to provide us a
pathway from the university’s past commitment to international education, most marked
in the years of Chancellor Franklin Murphy and Dean George Waggoner, to our future,
which must return to that important commitment.  If we are to fulfill our compact with
students to prepare them to succeed in today’s world, their education must be one that
looks outward and provides an understanding and appreciation of the world’s citizenry
and cultures.”

OIP has begun to implement several of the recommendations of the report. Many of the
recommendations for the Office of Study Abroad have already been done or are in the
process of being implemented. D’Anieri also worked with the registrar’s office on the
technical aspects of how to document the international experience on student transcripts.
James Juola, interim associate dean, will chair a committee in fall 2002 to further
address study abroad issues and another in spring 2003 to develop guidelines for
implementation of a certification process.

Raising funds for study abroad scholarships, international student scholarships, faculty
exchanges, faculty international research awards, and the training of international GTAs,
among other international priorities, is part of the current capital campaign (see Fall
2001 Horizons).

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Internationalizing the Curriculum
As part of a continuing effort to internationalize the curriculum at KU, International
Programs initiated funding in 1991 for faculty to develop a new international course or
significantly revise an existing course to make it more international. The new courses
must be offered within the following two years and must enroll primarily undergradu-
ates. It is a competitive application process and department chairs must agree that the
course will be offered. Special consideration is given to proposals for courses that will
be taught on a regular basis and to courses that will attract students from professional
schools. Faculty from all academic disciplines are invited to submit proposals in the
current competition. This year’s funding was a stipend of $850.

The selected faculty then participate in a workshop that not only discusses the content
and pedagogy of each of these projected new courses but also discusses other ways to
internationalize the curriculum at KU. Assistant Dean Hodgie Bricke coordinates this
program.

International Exchange Agreements
International exchange agreements are facilitated by International Programs on behalf of
Kansas University faculty, departments, and schools. The types of exchanges available
are broadly based institutional cooperative agreements, faculty exchange agreements,
and student exchange agreements. Assistant Dean Hodgie Bricke coordinates the
negotiation and approval of these agreements. See pages 45-47 for a listing of KU’s
exchange agreements.

KU Languages Across the Curriculum
KU Languages Across the Curriculum (KULAC) is a group of courses and special
discussion sections that include history, the social sciences, and the professions (busi-
ness, journalism, engineering and architecture) that are taught in a foreign language.
Students in these courses study subjects that interest them while sharpening their foreign
language skills. Students can choose from a wide variety of classes, and the offerings
change every semester. Assistant Dean Hodgie Bricke in OIP coordinates the KULAC
program, but Latin American Studies, European Studies and other units develop the
courses. The College of Liberal Arts and Sciences supports the program financially. The
KULAC program started in 1994.

Junior Faculty Development Program
Since the beginning of the program in 1994,
KU has applied for and received several
scholars funded by the U.S. State Department
Junior Faculty Development Program. Univer-
sity faculty in the early stages of their careers
from Newly Independent States (NIS) receive
fellowships for one year of academic study to
develop curricula, acquire new teaching skills
and upgrade their knowledge in various fields.
Fellows also participate in a two-month
practical internship at the end of the academic
program. It is a highly competitive program
and approximately 125 fellowships are
awarded each year.

KU has hosted 24 scholars in 10 fields of study
since 1994. Assistant Dean Bricke coordinates
the JFDP scholar program at KU.

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American Council On Education Internationalization Project
The University of Kansas, represented by International Programs, is one of the research
universities participating in an ACE collaborative project on Internationalization of
Undergraduate Education through development of self-assessment instruments. ACE
has a Web site with best practices in international education. A summary of KU’s many
international programs across the university is included on the site. Each year represen-
tatives from OIP attend an ACE meeting in Washington, DC, to discuss ways of
expanding international offerings. Associate Dean Paul D’Anieri and Assistant Dean
Hodgie Bricke have represented KU at the ACE meetings. OIP has offered to serve as
one of the six host universities for a two-day workshop on internationalization and self-
assessment as part of a FIPSE grant proposal submitted by ACE.

Visiting Scholars and Sponsored Students
Each year, the University of Kansas is host to many visiting international faculty and
scholars. Some are on campus for a few days to give presentations. Others are in
residence for several years working on research projects.

For many, KU issues the needed visa paperwork. Others come on visas issued by other
institutions, especially if they are visiting several institutions in one trip. For 2001-02,
OIP records show that 80 scholars, faculty, or researchers from 31 countries arrived at
the Lawrence campus to work in 41 departments. With the implementation of SEVIS
(Student and Exchange Visitor Information System), administered by the Immigration
and Naturalization Service, maintaining current records and assisting departments and
their visiting scholars maintain proper immigration status is crucial.

In 2000, International Programs created a half-time position to give support to KU’s
visiting international scholars and sponsored graduate students. Hilary Koch joined OIP
in May 2002 and coordinates arrangements for international scholars and sponsored
graduate students. She assists faculty in processing the appropriate immigration paper-
work before scholars arrive and conducts an orientation upon arrival. She also helps
scholars maintain their immigration status, get health insurance, and helps with their
dependents. Other duties for her OIP position include assisting departments with
sponsored graduate students.

The annual commencement weekend Reception
Honoring Graduating International Students was
held Friday, May 17. Graduates from summer
2001, fall 2001, and spring 2002 sessions, nearly
400 students, were invited to the reception along
with their families. The Honorable Kenton Keith,
class of 1961 and former U.S. ambassador to the
State of Qatar, was the featured speaker. Keith
was on campus to receive the university’s highest
honor, the Distinguished Service Citation, which
is conferred by the chancellor’s office and the KU
Alumni Association. At the reception, the Clark Coan Leadership Award was given to
Luis Carlos Parreira, president of International Student Association and a junior in
computer science from Brazil. Anne Merydith-Wolf coordinated this event.

Programs for the General Public
Speakers

The events of September 11 focused Americans’ attention on the Middle East and South
and Central Asia, with specific interest in Afghanistan and Islam.

OIP sponsored a public panel on November 15 in Alderson Auditorium in the Kansas
Union. “Afghanistan 101: Political Factions, Military Operations, and a Brief History of
Islamic Fundamentalism” attracted about 70 people. Anne Merydith-Wolf convened a
panel moderated by Tom Volek (Journalism) that included Raheem Yaseer, Center for
Afghanistan Studies, University of Nebraska-Omaha; Rose Greaves, KU professor
emeritus of history; Jeff Colyer, M.D., Overland Park and a former White House fellow
who worked on Afghan cross-border issues; and Capt. James Cooper, KU Naval ROTC.

OIP and the Department of Religious Studies co-hosted John Kaltner, assistant professor
of religious studies at Rhodes College. He addressed an audience of about 70 on
December 3 in the Kansas Union. The author of Ishmael Instructs Isaac: An Introduc-
tion to the Qur’an for Bible Readers, Kaltner addressed the similarities and differences
between well-known Bible and Qur’an stories. He also lectured to religious studies
classes.

KU Open House
At KU’s first annual Open House on
October 6, OIP, International Student and
Scholar Services, Office of Study
Abroad, and the Applied English Center
hosted one of the more popular and
active booths. Several thousand “KU
Passports” were distributed across
campus. People collected “visa stamps”
from KU departments and turned them in
to “pass customs” at the OIP booth and
were automatically entered in drawings
for prizes donated by Lawrence businesses. Students writing people’s names in different
scripts, henna painting, an international trivia test, a photography exhibit by study abroad
students, and a test on the origins of the English language engaged visitors of all ages.

ROTC Day

On October 17, 2001, OIP was invited for the second year in a row by KU’s ROTC
program to provide a 90-minute presentation at the beginning of their day-long program.
Anne Merydith-Wolf convened a panel, “How the American Society Reacts to Disasters
— Natural and Man-made,” that consisted of Jane Blocher, Douglas County Chapter of
the American Red Cross, Major Brian De Toy (ROTC), Don Steeples (Geology), and
Max Utsler (Journalism & Mass Communications). The panel was moderated by
Hodgie Bricke (OIP). The topics covered were research and service provided by
research universities such as KU, how NGOs such as the Red Cross assist and augment
government efforts, how the national guard and FEMA cooperate with state agencies,
and how well the media cover major stories such as September 11.
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First Amendment Program

On February 20, 2002, OIP and
the William Allen White School of
Journalism and Mass Communica-
tions collaborated for the fifth time
to provide a day-long program on
the First Amendment, the role of a
free media in a democracy, and the
relationship between the military
and that free media. First ap-
proached by the U.S. Army in the
summer of 1997 to present this
mandated subject to their interna-
tional officers, OIP has taken the
lead in organizing a program that
has evolved into an overview of the American media, a model for how military officers
could and should work with reporters while protecting the security of military opera-
tions, developing a plan, and mock press conferences where pre-selected officers must
respond to questions put to them by their fellow officers, who acted as members of the
press. Two KU alumni, Dick Lipsey of the Associated Press and George Norton, an
independent public relations consultant, joined us again to give views from both sides of
the microphone. Both are retired army officers, with Norton having been an Army
public affairs officer.

Tom Volek (Journalism) and Anne Merydith-Wolf (OIP) co-coordinated the program.
Malcolm Gibson (Journalism) and Volek presented along with Lipsey and Norton. Chris
Morphew (Education) gave a short presentation at the end of the day, “Overview of the
U.S. Higher Education System.”

Kansas Press Association International News Project
The Office of International Programs, the School of Journalism and Mass Communica-
tions, the KU CIBER (Center for International Business Education and Research), the
Kansas Department of Commerce and Housing, and the Kansas Press Association
jointly developed a program for the KPA’s annual meeting in Wichita in April on
reporting on international activity in Kansas. The purpose of the program was to make
editors aware of the many international stories with a local connection that would make
good news stories.  Discussion among panel members centered on business and educa-
tion activities.

Mid-America Consortium for International Education
MACIE (Mid-America Consortium for International Education) includes KU, the
Nelson-Atkins Museum of Art, the Kansas City Zoo, the International Relations Council
of Kansas City, and KCPT Public TV. Programs are targeted toward K-12 educators and
designed to introduce the resources for teachers as well as classroom activities offered
by the five member institutions. Anne Merydith-Wolf and Jodi Simek (area studies
outreach coordinator) are members of the MACIE Action Committee. Examples of
presentations made to teachers include:
• “The Many Faces of Masks” at a teacher workshop presented at the Rocky Moun-

tain Great Plains Regional Social Studies Conference in Overland Park in April
2001. Thirty teachers attended.

• “The Many Faces of Masks” at a teacher workshop presented at the Kansas Associa-
tion of Middle-Level Educators Conference at Shawnee Mission NW High School
in spring 2001. Thirty teachers attended.

• A six-day course, “The Many Faces of Masks,” was offered for graduate credit by
MACIE July 16-20 and July 30, 2001. It was held on the grounds of the Kansas City
Zoo and at the KCPT TV station, both in Kansas City, Missouri. Nine teachers
enrolled in the course.

Olathe Public Schools
The Olathe School District is planning an international education project for its high
schools beginning in fall 2003 with the opening of its fourth high school. The district has
assembled an advisory board that includes representation from KU’s Center for East
Asian Studies and from OIP. Paul D’Anieri serves as the OIP representative. The goal of
the committee is to find ways for KU to deliver language courses and other cultural
programming to students in Olathe. OIP and East Asian Studies are supporting an NEH
focus grant proposal submitted by the district.

Program Development

OIP Submits Grant for Research in Azerbaijan
The Office of International Programs has submitted a $280,000 grant proposal to the
Trade and Development Agency of the U.S. Department of State to investigate the
possibility of offering business courses in Baku, Azerbaijan. The impetus for the grant
proposal came from U.S. Senator Sam Brownback (R-Kansas), who noted that oil
exploration in the Caspian Basin will place demands on the higher education system in
Azerbaijan for trained accountants and business managers and that the current system of
higher education cannot meet those needs. Brownback serves on a Senate subcommittee
on Central Asia.

In April 2002, Associate Dean Paul D’Anieri and Dennis Taylor, a private consultant
with extensive experience in developing countries in Eastern Europe, went to Baku to
meet with government officials, oil company representatives, and potential partner
universities to gather information needed to revise the grant proposal, which was
originally submitted in August 2001. The trip was funded through KU Endowment
Association funds and will be included as part of the matching formula should the grant
be awarded. Faculty from the School of Business, the Applied English Center and the
Department of Sociology will be involved in the research along with Dean Diana Carlin
and Associate Dean D’Anieri.

Indigenous Studies International Master’s Program
KU’s Indigenous Nations Studies program, under the directorship of Professor Don
Fixico, has been in discussion with Newcastle University in Australia and Oula Univer-
sity in Finland to develop a trilateral program in indigenous studies. Representatives
from Newcastle and Oula were in Lawrence to begin discussions in September 2001. In
May, Fixico, and Dean Carlin visited Newcastle to continue discussions and learn more
about the Newcastle program and center. The exchange will begin as a certificate
program in which students at the three universities study at one of the other partner
universities. Future plans include a joint master’s degree. This is a unique program in the
field of indigenous studies and could encompass other universities in the future.
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TSS Ribbon-Cutting Ceremony
Japan’s Consul General Toshiyuki Fujiwara from Kansas City joined KU Chancellor
Robert Hemenway at a ribbon-cutting ceremony September 6 to open the new North
American headquarters for study abroad programs for Japan’s junior colleges. The
ribbon-cutting ceremony took place in the Burge Union on the third floor, near what will
be the office of TSS University Network.

TSS University Network will coordinate programs, including English as a second
language (ESL), for women’s junior colleges. TSS International College in Tokyo,
Japan, has been sending students to KU’s Applied English Center since 1999.

Potential benefits to the Applied English Center and to KU are 30-100 Japanese
students a year in special, seven-month ESL programs, 30-100 Japanese students a year
in the Applied English Center’s regular
nine-month ESL courses, and a
possible future program to establish a
July English language/TOEFL (Test of
English as a Foreign Language)
preparation program for a potential
market of one million high school
students.

In choosing its home for the North
American continent headquarters, TSS
also considered the University of
California at Berkeley.

Connecting With Alumni
OIP is connecting with domestic alumni living abroad and alumni who participated in
study abroad, graduate direct exchanges, the Fulbright program, and/or were interna-
tional students at KU. The Office of International Programs has undertaken a project in
conjunction with the KU Alumni Association, the KU Endowment Association, and the
Office of the Chancellor to update databases and promote outreach.

As a result of the coordination efforts,
alumni receptions have been held in
London in 2001 and 2002, in Paris in
2001 and 2002, in Tokyo in 2002, in
Sunnyvale, Calif., in 2002, and in
Oklahoma City in 2002. The Sunnyvale
and Oklahoma City receptions included
both graduate school alumni and alumni
of study abroad programs. All events
were well attended:

The Rudkins donated nearly $60,000 to the KU Endowment Association to
endow a study abroad scholarship.

Richard is a retired oil and gas
executive and is currently president of Jollian Vineyards. The Sias’s supported the 1999
Costa Rica Symposium with a gift of approximately $25,000. The symposium
commemorated a 40-year exchange of students and faculty between the University of Costa
Rica in San José and KU.

Chancellor Robert Hemenway and Provost David Shulenburger attended the London
reception and Provost Shulenburger attended the Tokyo reception. Dean Carlin and
Vicky Henley of KUEA attended all domestic and international receptions. Dean Carlin
also met informally with a small group of KU alumni in Seoul, Korea, while she was
visiting that country to present papers at a Korean Broadcasting Institute symposium
and at a conference of the Pacific and Asian Communication Association. The Seoul
alumni group is helping to arrange a formal reception with the chancellor in June 2003.

In addition to the alumni events, electronic versions of Horizons and electronic news
clippings are being sent to alumni, and event attendees without e-mail addresses are
receiving hard copy. The office’s goal is to connect with alumni via e-mail four times
per year. The Office of Study Abroad is also sending a newsletter to study abroad
alumni. The connections that are made with alumni living abroad and with domestic
alumni with international interests have potential to provide internship opportunities for
our students, additional sites for study abroad or research activity, networking for
alumni, and financial support.

Publications
Horizons: News & Information on International Activities at KU continued providing
a rich picture of the breadth and depth of international programming at KU. Contribu-
tions come from across campus — from African studies to theatre and film, as well as
the Medical Center.

Circulation is to approximately 1,000 people on campus and 740 outside of campus but
within the United States. It is immediately available on the Web, and an HTML-
formatted e-mail that has the table of contents with hot links to the Web version is sent
to alumni and friends living abroad.

Because of increased contact with KU alumni living abroad, we added a section similar
to faculty activity briefs called “International Jayhawks.” The response has been very
positive.

OIP continues to recruit quality first-person articles from faculty, students, and alumni.

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printed and distributed as usual to the 1,000 names on campus and about 200 names off
campus. All events are included on the OIP Web site calendar and are shared with the
KU Web site’s searchable calendar.

To save funds, the spring issue was not distributed in hard copy format on campus, but a
postcard was sent to the 1,000 mailing list announcing the fall calendar was available on
the web. A print version was produced in-house using the new Savin printer/copier and
distributed to the approximately 200 off-campus names. The cost savings was nearly
$700.

Awards and Scholarships

Provost’s Faculty Award for International Leadership
Established in 1999, the Provost’s Faculty Award for International Leadership, which
includes a $1,000 award in funding for professional activities, recognizes KU faculty
members who have provided outstanding leadership in strengthening KU’s international
dimension. It is limited to full-time, tenure-track faculty on the Lawrence campus with
at least three years of service, regardless of departmental affiliation.

Judith McCrea, chair of the art department, received the 2001 Provost’s Award. She has
made extraordinary efforts in creating new international exchanges and opportunities for
art department faculty and students, according to faculty nominating her for the award.

McCrea has traveled to Paraguay to teach and create art since the 1980s. As an adminis-
trator, she has established exchanges in Paraguay, England, and Scotland (with the
Edinburgh College of Art), and is working to create a program in Costa Rica. For more
on McCrea’s achievements, visit the OIP Web site at www.ku.edu/home/oip and go to
the fall 2001 Horizons.

Fulbright International Exchange Scholarships
The University of Kansas received its first Fulbright scholar and Fulbright student both
in 1949, three years after the U.S. Congress established the Fulbright Exchange Pro-
gram. In 1950, five KU students were the first to receive Fulbright scholarships to study
in England, France, and The Netherlands. KU has been strongly represented ever since.

KU Student Fulbrighters
The 2001-02 awardees bring the total number of KU students who have received
Fulbrights to 364. KU sends an average of seven students on the program each year to
participate in this highly competitive international exchange, which speaks to the quality
of KU students and the KU programs that prepare them.

Graduating Seniors
Sean Gordon, Overland Park, studied genetics as an undergraduate at KU. He was a
research student at a new international molecular biology program, sponsored by the
Max Planck Institute for Biophysical Chemistry and the Georg-August University in
Goettingen, Germany.

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Nikki Horne, Lenexa, completed her degree in psychology. She conducted
neuropsychological research at the University of Paris. Her research has implications for
treatment and rehabilitation in diseases such as Alzheimer’s, Parkinson’s, Huntington’s
and multiple sclerosis. Horne is especially interested in MS because her mother has the
disease.

Graduate Students
Soren Larsen, a Lawrence graduate student in geography, traveled to northeast British
Columbia, Canada, to research “sense of place,” or how people perceive the area they
live in and what their regional identity is. Larsen spent nine months in a rural logging
and ranching area, which is a mix of indigenous peoples and European immigrants.

Max Maximov, a graduate student from Russia, traveled to Germany to study the
representation of Russia and Russians in the literature of the German Middle Ages.
Maximov completed his primary and secondary education in the former Soviet Union
before traveling in 1990 to Kansas to be an undergraduate student at Fort Hays State
University. He studied German literature for his master’s degree and began work on his
doctorate in Germany.

Mark Munzinger, a Wichita graduate student, received a U.S. Department of State
Fulbright-Hays Doctoral Dissertation Research Abroad Fellowship for six months of
dissertation research in Cracow, Poland. He is working on his doctorate in medieval
history. Last fall, he traveled to Cracow to examine the judicial activity of the High
Court of Magdeburg Law at the Fortress of Cracow from the 14th to 16th centuries. He
investigated how German law was interpreted as German immigrants mixed with Polish
peoples.

Ratna Radhakrishna, a Clinton, Ill., doctoral student in geography, traveled to
Honduras to study natural resource uses by the indigenous Miskitu people and how
those uses differ between the sexes. Radhakrishna’s study incorporated Honduran
people, and especially women, in the research.

Jason Hardgrave, a doctoral student in medieval history from Lawrence, spent the
academic year in Venice, Italy, doing research for his dissertation, “Gendered Justice:
Married Women’s Access to Courts in Medieval Venice.” He planned to spend much of
his time consulting court records for evidence of marriage contracts, disputes, annul-
ments, and separations in two archives.

Robert Horton, a doctoral student in organ performance at KU, spent the academic
year in Toulouse, France, attending classes at the Conservatoire National de Region. He
will work to improve his ability as an interpreter of French organ music and to improve
his skill in improvisation, an area of organ performance in which French musicians are
particularly skilled. Horton is the second KU organ performance student in five years to
be awarded a Fulbright grant. Because Fulbright competition is national, KU applicants
in the performing arts must compete with those from Julliard, the Curtis Institute, and
other specialized music schools.

Matthew Reeck, a May 2001 graduate with an M.A. in English with an emphasis on
creative writing, was a recipient of a Fulbright to India. Reeck hoped to immerse
himself in Indian life and culture so he can write about India in short stories and poems
as “an active though foreign participant.” In addition to continuing his study of Hindi
and Urdu, he also plans to interview four prominent Indian authors who write in
English: Amit Chaudhuri, R.K. Narayan, Arundhati Roy, and Vikram Seth. Reeck is the
first KU student in many years to receive a Fulbright grant for creative writing.

KU’s Exclusive Graduate Direct Exchange Agreements
KU has Graduate Direct Exchange (GDX) agreements with 10 European partner
universities, with the first established by Tony Burzle in 1948. One KU graduate student
and one graduate student from each of the 10 universities that comprise the program
exchange places and study at the partner institution. Some of these exchanges have been
continuously operating for  more than 50 years. Perhaps the most distinctive feature of
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KU’s Graduate Direct Exchange Program is that it involves a scholarship. All direct
exchange scholars are awarded a scholarship by the host institution that provides a
waiver of tuition and fees as well as a stipend to cover room and board.

In October 2001, 11 former 1961 GDX students, a fellow Fulbright graduate student,
and spouses held a 40-year reunion and were hosted at a tailgate party by OIP before a
KU football game. OIP administers the GDX program with Assistant Dean Hodgie
Bricke the coordinator.

The first
doctorate degree earned at KU was by a Swiss student, Arnold Emch, in 1896. Today
the international student population at KU is more than 1,700 from countries all over the
world. The interaction between domestic and international students contributes to the
understanding of the rich and varied cultures, customs, and ideas of the world
community.

KU has participated in international exchanges since the late 1940s and currently offers
programs in 20 languages in more than 50 countries. These study abroad experiences
have been, for many, the most enriching period in their undergraduate careers, if not
their lives.

Jordan L. and Shirley Cundiff Haines of Wichita established a $50,000 fund at the
Kansas University Endowment Association to assist students who are studying the
visual arts, literature, architecture, and other areas of the humanities at the University of
Kansas and whose course of study would benefit greatly from a closer examination of
the monuments, museums, libraries and cultures overseas.

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Applied English Center
The Applied English Center, a charter member of University and College Intensive
English Programs, has been serving KU and the community since 1964. The center is
located in Lippincott Hall. The AEC currently has a teaching staff of 24, all of whom
have at least a master’s degree and an average of 15 years of experience. In addition,
they employ and train a small number of graduate teaching assistants (eight in summer
2001, four in fall 2001, two in spring 2002).

The AEC offers five levels of ESL instruction, from beginning through advanced, and
offers a wide range of student services, including an in-house counseling and advising
office and a computer lab dedicated to use by AEC students. The center also custom-
tailors and implements short-term special programs for sponsored groups.

Regular Academic Programs

Testing
The AEC is responsible for evaluating the English proficiency of all non-native speakers
who plan to study at KU. A student with a degree from a university in the United States,
Canada, the United Kingdom, Australia, or New Zealand or with a high score on the
Test of English as a Foreign Language (TOEFL) may apply for a waiver from the AEC
Proficiency Test. These students are interviewed by the AEC admissions officer, who
verifies their proficiency.

Classes
There were 91 regular students in summer, 280 in fall, and 198 in the spring. Despite the
events of September 11, only a few students from the AEC withdrew in fall to return
home and all of those returned in spring to attend AEC classes.

International Teaching Assistant Program
The SPEAK Test is administered by the AEC monthly with additional days at the
beginning of each semester for students who need to prove their oral proficiency. These
are mostly graduate students seeking teaching assistantships. During the academic year
2001-02, they administered 322 SPEAK tests. This represents a 50-percent increase
over 1997-98, when 209 SPEAK tests were given.

The International Teaching Assistant course, intended for people who are improving
their English to qualify for graduate teaching assistantships, continues to be in great
demand. There is usually a waiting list for the class, which has a limit of 10 people. The
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class focuses on pronunciation, oral grammar, and effective communication in the U.S.
university classroom.

Cross-Cultural Counseling
The AEC has a cross-cultural advising office. Five AEC faculty members with a back-
ground and training in cross-cultural communication and theory currently staff the office.
The counselors often make referrals to other offices or people who have professional
knowledge in a given area when helping students with personal problems. In addition,
each semester the AEC counselors do special orientation sessions for new students on
language learning, the culture adjustment process, and proficiency testing. Last year the
counselors conducted 20 such sessions.

Counselors took approximately 770 appointments in 2001-02. They did not see an
unusually large number of students after the attacks on September 11, but they did talk
with students about issues related to this event.

Special Academic and Cultural Programs
For the third year, the AEC offered a six-week pre-academic program for 20 Fulbright
scholars from 16 countries. This year’s program ran July 1–August 10. This program,
which is funded by the Department of State and administered by the Institute of Interna-
tional Education, is designed to prepare participants for graduate study in universities
across the country by enhancing their English skills and deepening their understanding of
American society and the
parameters of graduate study in
this country. The program
featured meetings with faculty
mentors, discussions with U.S.
and international graduate peers,
computer training, library
research training, orientation to
graduate study in the U.S., a wide
variety of cultural activities and
field trips, and opportunities to
interact with the local community.

In September an AEC faculty member, Roberta Hofer, went to Europe to give special
AEC classes at CIMBA (Consortium Institute for Management and Business Analysis), a
consortium of 23 American universities offering an MBA degree at campuses in Asolo,
Italy, and Ljubljana, Slovenia, to American students and students from Italy, Slovenia,
and other countries. KU is the degree granting institution. Hofer taught a 60-hour course
for 5 full-time students in Asolo and shorter courses for 19 part-time students in
Ljubljana and 8 part-time students in Asolo. After each program she administered a
modified version of the AEC Proficiency Test. Students who did not pass the test and
intended to graduate in summer 2002 then enrolled in an online AEC grammar/writing
course taught by Elizabeth Byleen during the spring Semester.

For the third year, the AEC ran a special spring program for a group of 11 French
undergraduates majoring in international business at ACI-Négoçia. The students came
from campuses in Paris, Dijon, and Montluçon. The program, January 7–March 16, is an
overseas language and culture experience. The students took one or two regular AEC
courses, a research seminar, and a course called American Culture and Communication,
and audited BUS 602: Legal Aspects of Business, taught by John Gergacz.

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In February, 20 students from KU’s sister university in Japan, Kanagawa University,
participated in a month-long language and culture program. This special program began
in 1990. Students who have had this experience have often returned to KU for further
language study and degree work. Kanagawa University is in Hiratsuka, which is the
sister city for Lawrence, Kansas.

Accreditation
In summer 2001, the AEC began the process of applying for accreditation through the
Commission on English Language Program Accreditation (CEA) under the guidance of
the self-study coordinator, Elizabeth Byleen. The self-study was submitted to CEA
August 15 and the site review will be in November.

Team Building
Running parallel to the AEC’s work with accreditation was an on-going series of team-
building activities offered through KU’s Department of Human Resources. This work
began in the summer 2001 when Human Resources staff interviewed 31 AEC staff
members, who also completed a written survey. The result was a document, “Applied
English Center Organizational Development Assessment & Report,” which became the
starting point for team-building process. In spring 2002, they held five full-staff team-
building meetings and many more task force meetings.

In the process, an AEC mission statement and a set of value statements were approved.
Then task forces of five to six people discussed various issues that came out of the
report. The purpose of the task forces was two-fold: to develop teamwork and to discuss
important AEC issues. Written and oral reports were given by each task force. This
work helped lay the groundwork for policy making and implementation which the AEC
will do when they resume team-building sessions in the fall 2002 semester.

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International Student and Scholar Services
The mission of International Student & Scholar Services (ISSS) is to serve and support
international students and scholars, beginning before they arrive on the Lawrence
campus and continuing until long after they have become alumni members of the KU
family. ISSS is charged with two primary areas of responsibility:

• international undergraduate admissions, and
• orientation and advising services for international students and scholars.

Technology has enabled ISSS to communicate with prospective students overseas by
e-mail, accept applications for admission via the Internet, produce immigration docu-
ments faster and more efficiently, and provide resources to KU’s international commu-
nity through the ISSS Web site. ISSS’s administrative home was transferred to the
Office of International Programs from Student Affairs in August 2000 and changed its
name from “International Student Services” to add “Scholars.” ISSS also now provides
immigration support to academic departments and research units as they hire foreign
nationals for temporary and permanent positions.

Adapting to Changes in Federal Regulations
The events of September 11 will add another dimension to ISSS responsibilities.
Legislation passed since September 2001 mandates more careful monitoring of students
and scholars on F-1 and J-1 visas. KU is now adding hardware and software that will
facilitate more direct and systematic reporting of information previously kept only in
paper files or reported by paper processes, such as address changes and/or school
transfers. Additional information relating to arrivals on campus, course loads, and
program participation will be reported for the first time. Additional staff will be needed
to meet these new legislative mandates and to help international visitors understand the
regulations that govern their presence here.

ISSS hosted an INS (Immigration and Naturalization Service) training conference on
June 17 for Kansas and Missouri institutions to help prepare university employees for
use of the Web-interface aspect of SEVIS, the new INS Student and Exchange Visitor
Information System.

International Undergraduate Admissions
The admissions unit, led by ISSS Associate Director Sandy Gault and Assistant Director
Cindy Johnson, recruits new international students to KU, evaluates credentials pre-
sented in applications for admission, and determines the transferability to the university
of college credit earned overseas.

Orientation and Advising Services
ISSS Associate Director Lynne Vanahill and Assistant Director Mike Ediger are
responsible for a broad range of immigration and non-immigration advising services,
and coordinate an extensive, week-long pre-enrollment orientation program for newly
arriving students. Advising services include:

• Program Extensions
• Maintenance of proper immigration status
• Employment on- and off-campus
• Changes of program
• School transfers

• Personal emergencies
• Cross-cultural adjustment
• Changes of status
• General questions and referrals
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Cultural Programs
ISSS coordinates or supports a variety of campus and community-based programs and
activities designed to help international students become involved on campus and in the
city of Lawrence. Some examples include:

Lawrence Friendship Family Program
This community based program matches students with families for the academic year to
promote friendship and cross-cultural understanding. Students have the opportunity to
befriend a local family through occasional meals and gatherings. Matches are made at
the beginning of each fall and spring semester.

Small World
A nonprofit, all-volunteer community organization for women of all nations. Interna-
tional women have the opportunity to meet one another, study English, and learn about
American customs. English classes, childcare, and numerous social events and activities
are available to participants.

International Speakers and Performers Bureau
Coordinates opportunities for international students to visit local schools, KU classes,
and local civic groups and share their culture either formally or informally. Interested
international students are matched with campus or community requests for speakers and
performers.

Thanksgiving Homestay Program
Provides international students an opportunity to experience the Thanksgiving holiday
in a U.S. home. Students spend anywhere from part of the day to up to five nights with
families in east central Kansas.

Volunteer Corps
Students have the opportunity to assist with orientation, translation and interpretation,
greeting new students at the airport or providing temporary housing or transportation, or
serving as conversation partners.

Project L.E.A.P. (Language Exchange Activity Program)
This programs provides local high school students studying a foreign language the
opportunity to develop proficiency and cultural understanding by conversing with native
speakers.

International Student Organizations

International Student Ambassador Program
The International Student Ambassador Program (ISAP) is a student-run organization
with coordination provided by the international admissions unit of International Student
and Scholar Services (ISSS). The purpose of ISAP is to train selected international and
domestic students to assume leadership roles while on campus and after they graduate.
ISAP members must be in good academic standing, must have a good record of involve-
ment, and must demonstrate leadership potential. Any student wishing to serve as an
ambassador must submit an application and, if the application is considered strong,
successfully pass a selection interview.

Each year more than 20 ambassadors are actively engaged in various activities. They
write postcards to newly admitted international students to welcome them to KU and
provide them with relevant information about KU. They communicate with newly
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admitted international students via e-mail to answer questions they might have about
studying in the United States. An exciting Web page for both prospective and currently
enrolled international students is managed by ISAP. They collaborate with other KU
international offices to welcome and give campus tours to international visitors,
scholars, and students. The cross-cultural sensitivity training they do during the orienta-
tion program is very popular. They participate in pre-departure orientation programs for
study abroad participants. International Student Ambassadors give presentations about
KU to the international students in local high schools. Back in their home countries,
International Student Ambassadors organize leadership development activities while
they sensitize high school and university students in their countries or regions about KU
and studying in the United States. They continually seek ways to be of service to
international students and to enhance their leadership skills.

International Student Association
The International Student Association (ISA) is a registered student organization
designed to help students from all countries, the United States included, come together
for social interaction and collaborative programming. Social events are usually held
twice each semester and often attract well over 500 students.

The major programming initiative undertaken by ISA each year is International Aware-
ness Week. Among a variety of other activities designed to increase awareness of the
broad diversity of KU’s international population, foremost are the World Expo and
Festival of Nations. In recent years, students from more than 40 countries come together
in the Kansas Union to create table displays and video presentations designed to
introduce their cultures and histories. In addition to the general public, World Expo
attracts numerous elementary school classes every year. The Festival of Nations is an
evening of singing, dancing, and other stage performances by students and organizations
from around the world. Audiences of several hundred typically attend this international
evening in Woodruff Auditorium.

KU is rich with a number of nationality associations to which KU students, including
domestic students, can join. The organizations support the various communities from
various countries and are very active. ISSS does not sponsor the organizations, but often
collaborates with them.

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Office of Study Abroad
The Office of Study Abroad continues to play a crucial role in providing an interna-
tional experience, especially an immersion experience, for undergraduate students at
KU and students from other universities.

Academic Rigor
In 2001-02, OSA staff worked successfully to increase the academic rigor and university
oversight of all academic programs conducted abroad by:

• Established overall GPA standards for participation in study abroad at 2.5 for
undergraduates and 3.0 GPA for graduate students.

• Strengthened university management of study abroad courses by working with the
Registrar’s Office on assigning line numbers for all overseas courses.

• Strengthened connections to advising structures (University-wide, school-wide, and
departmental) through regular meetings and the development of recruitment support
materials.

Faculty Services
Study Abroad has traditionally provided support and training for faculty who are
conducting academic programs abroad. This year, as suggested in the Task Force report,
OSA increased support to faculty members in several areas.

• Provided greater faculty support in student recruitment and processing for programs with
class visits, applicant status reports, acceptance management, and clerical support

• Assisted summer faculty by identifying on-site arrival plans for each student
• Enhanced program safety by implementing a pilot program of providing cell phones to a

number of directors
• Streamlined program accounting and reduced the reliance on cash for faculty by initiating

individual bank accounts for each summer program that allowed the faculty to pay for
services while abroad with a credit card and allowed OSA to make deposits directly into the
program’s account

• Increased faculty support for travel requests, program accounting, and grade posting with a
new administrative specialist position
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• Provided individualized health and safety orientations for the Schools of Business and Fine
Arts

• Developed procedures for providing medical emergency and evacuation insurance to
university faculty, staff, and their families for international travel

Student Services
• Implemented daily 8:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m. drop-in advising services through a new Peer

Advisors program
• Extended the hours for Financial Aid advising to 8:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m.
• Enhanced the national scholarship support for KU students through mentoring which

resulted in 16 Freeman, 3 Japanese Ministry of Education, and 1 Association of Japanese
Teachers Scholarships

• Arranged for faster and more secure student refunds through direct bank deposit into student
accounts

• Implemented new enrollment procedures through the Office of Study Abroad that allowed
students to enroll via e-mail in KU classes for the semester of their return

• Developed Travel Buddies program to match up student travelers
• Revamped pre-departure orientation for students and added new in-country orientations in

several programs
