International Programs (IP) is a conduit and catalyst for the university�s 
international programs and activities. IP works with a variety of univer-
sity and external constituencies to: 

�	 promote international studies and study abroad as integral parts of 
the curriculum of every unit; 

�	 coordinate the Fulbright Program, Graduate Direct Exchanges, and 
other opportunities for graduate and faculty research and study 
abroad; 

�	 develop initiatives  to internationalize the curriculum; promote inter-
national programming and cultural events at the university; 

�	 prepare non-native English-speaking international students, scholars, 
and visitors for participation in U.S. classrooms; 

�	 arrange internationally related workshops, symposia, and translation 
and related services to meet the needs of the business community, 
teachers at all levels, and the general public in the Midwest; 

�	 assist in obtaining public and private �nancial assistance for interna-
tional studies and programs; 

�	 cooperate with other educational institutions to promote interdisci-
plinary programs in international studies; 

�	 develop and maintain close relationships between the university and 
its alumni abroad; 

�    	 act as liaison between visiting international scholars and university 		
	 units; provide comprehensive immigration advising for new and 		
	 continuing international employees and scholars;

�	 assist area high school students in exploring international careers; 
and 

        �	 recruit in targeted areas to increase the number of applications, both 		
                	undergraduate and graduate, by quali�ed international students. 

From the Associate Vice Provosts
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 As this report amply demonstrates it has been a busy and productive year 
for International Programs. We pledged last year that we would not rest on the 
laurels of years past, and we believe that we have honored that pledge. As we 
enter our second year of being �interim� associate vice provosts, we promise, 
with the support of our colleagues in all four international o�ces at KU, to 
continue to provide the best possible service and programming to advance 
campus internationalization for the students, faculty and sta� of KU.  
	 External support for International Programs at KU continues, and we are 
grateful once again to every one who supported International Programs 
through gifts of money and time and words of encouragement this year. The 
annual fall fundraiser last November was the most successful one to date, and 
we look forward to setting the bar higher again this year and surpassing it. 
	 Alongside the numbers for �nancial support, the numbers for program 
success looked good as well. International students enrollment in fall 2007 was 
1,624 and spring 2008 1,664. Global Partners had 250 domestic and interna-
tional participants last year, and Study Abroad sent 387 graduate students and 
978 undergraduate students abroad last year for a total of 1,365. The Global 
Awareness Program certi�ed more than 225 students for recognition on their 
transcript and had more than1,000 participating in the program. 	  
	 The International House, established and renovated with the signi�cant 
help of a large gift from Tom and Jann Rukin, opened in January. It has been 
�lled to capacity and the feedback from its residents� visiting international 
scholars� has been positive. 
	 We celebrated the 50th anniversary of KU�s partnership with the University 
of Costa Rica, the longest continually active exchange agreement in the West-
ern Hemisphere in San Jose, Costa Rica, in March. The O�ce of Study Abroad 
hosted a reunion of KU alumni who had participated in the student exchange. 
	 The four units of International Programs hosted several special programs 
this year, including (by invitation) the Faculty Development Fellowship Pro-
gram Annual Spring Conference of the Open Society Institute. The Applied 
English Center provided the English language and American culture training 
for 15 Junior Faculty Development Program participants, followed by a week-
long orientation organized by International Programs in early January for all 
sixty 2008 JFDP scholars from the Central Asian republics and Balkan states. 
	 Once again, we appreciate the support of everyone on and o� campus who 
has worked with International Programs to realize the University�s goal  to help 
students, sta�, faculty, administrators, and members of the local, regional, and 
world-wide communities to �ourish in a global society.

	 International House opened for residents in the beginning of Janu-
ary. More than 20 scholars from countries including Turkey, Britain, 
Brazil, Poland, the Czech Republic, Belgium, Indonesia, and Lithuania 
stayed in the International House during the spring semester. 

An International Campus
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International House Opens

The Universidad de Costa Rica (UCR) and the University of Kansas 
celebrated their historic 50th Anniversary of Academic Cooperation 
and Exchange from March 6 to 9 when nearly 40 KU faculty, sta�, 
alumni, and administrators gathered with their colleagues in Costa Rica.  
The KU -UCR partnership is the oldest inter-university exchange of its 
kind in the Western Hemisphere.  
	    Various collaborative projects, including research symposia held at 
one of the participating campuses; short-term research collaborations 
and student exchange programs between the KU and UCR Schools of 
Social Welfare, Schools of Journalism, and Anthropology and Biology 
Departments; and numerous student exchange experiences during the

semester and/or academic years. In recent years, the collaboration has 
expanded to include joint research projects funded by UCR, the CR-USA 
Foundation of Costa Rica, and KU, as well as the Estrategia XXI, a long-
term strategic initiative aimed at enhancing education, science, tech-
nology, and innovation. 

This academic year brought great things for Global Partners. For 
the �rst time, the program was run by a student that was hired speci�-
cally for the program. The results were staggering. Student participa-

tion exceeded 125 in 
both semesters, and 
overall more than 250 
di�erent students that 
participated during the 
year. The social activi-
ties brought students 
together in a group 
setting, with positive 
feedback from the par-
ticipants. From Royals 
baseball to ice skating 
in Overland Park, both 

international and domestic students participated in the fun. 	  
	 In addition to these activities Global Partners developed a service 
learning component designed to foster a spirit of volunteerism in its 
students and to show international students a side of American culture 
that is often overlooked during their experience. As part of this pro-
gram students worked with Habitat for Humanity, and held language 
tables (Hindi and Arabic) at Southwest Junior High School.  
	 Global Partners was also be invited to the Chancellor�s home for 
our end of the year celebration. Chancellor Robert Hemenway spoke 
with the more than 60 students who attended the event and recog-
nized the value of the program during his talk.

ning of bowling and another evening of contra dancing.  
	  Four fellows stayed at KU to spend the semester working with 
faculty members in the School of Law, Communication Studies, and the

Global Awareness Program 
More than 230 students from 30 departments completed the Global 

Awareness Program (GAP) this year. 
	 GAP recognizes students for studying abroad, taking courses with 
an international focus plus foreign languages, and being signi�cantly 

involved in international 
co-curricular activities. 
To receive GAP certi-
�cation, students are 
required to complete 
two of three require-
ments. All undergradu-
ates are eligible to 
participate. Beginning 
last fall semester, stu-
dents were encouraged 
to complete all three 
tracks, which 19 of the 

students did. 
	 More than 40 student organizations are a�liated with GAP, which 
means that their members receive GAP credit. Engineers without Bor-
ders and the Turkish Student Organization are new GAP a�liates this 
year.  Another GAP a�liate is the new organization Students for Global 
Awareness, which was formed by GAP ambassadors to  reach out to 
students on campus and to enable graduate students and other inter-
ested students to participate in GAP related forums.

KU O�ers Professional Development Courses
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KU hosted three groups of Chinese o�cials and scholars this year 
through collaboration with China�s State Administration of Foreign 
Experts A�airs (SAFEA). 
	 In November a group of emergency response o�cials received a 
crash course in American emergency management strategies.  In De-
cember, 22 people from the Ministry of Water Resources came to learn 
about the water power industry and energy policies. Another group 
visited Lawrence in December for a three-day course in public adminis-
tration and human resource management.  

 International Programs welcomed 45 international scholars to the 
annual spring conference of the Open Society Institute�s Faculty Devel-
opment Fellowship Program April 27-29. The Open Society Institute is 
part of the Soros Foundation network, founded by global �nancier and 
philanthropist George Soros. The Open Society Institute faculty devel-
opment fellowship is designed to generate new curriculum and peda-
gogy and develop new projects and partnerships. 
	 The scholars, from Armenia, Azerbaijan, Georgia, Kazakhstan, 
Kyrgyzstan, Tajikistan, and Uzbekistan, are working at universities 
nationwide. Fifteen of their American faculty mentors also attended. 
KU faculty and conferences participants discussed American political 
culture, higher education in the United States, and the state of higher 
education in their home countries and �elds. Former Kansas Governor 
Mike Hayden spoke about Kansas� geography and political culture.   

	 A panel discussion of the turbulent situation in Pakistan, �Turmoil 
in Pakistan:  What are the Options?�, was held November 14. Speakers 
were: Elif Andac, assistant professor of sociology; Rauf Arif, Pakistani 
Fulbright scholar in journalism; Huma Khan, Pakistani graduate student 
in international studies; Bill Lambert, assistant professor in the Depart-
ment of Joint and Multinational Operations, Ft. Leavenworth Command 
and General Sta� College; and Tom Wilhelm, director, Foreign Military 
Studies Ft. Leavenworth.

KU Hosts Soros Conference

International Programs hosted four interns this year, three from the 
University of Costa Rica (UCR) and one from Far-Eastern National Tech-
nical University in Vladivostock, Russia.  
	 Pablo Salazar, a lawyer in UCR�s legal o�ce, arrived in the begin-
ning of August and spent two months attending classes on profes-
sional writing and international property rights.  Salazar came to KU to 
improve his English and to learn about workings of KU�s research areas. 
	 Janine Castillo, who works in UCR�s planning department help-
ing oversee the university�s budget, came to KU in October.  She took 
classes at the Applied English Center and gathered ideas about plan-
ning, evaluation, and budget in a similar o�ce to hers. 
	 School of Education Dean Maria Venegas came for two months 
this winter to learn how the KU School of Education is organized, how 
programs and curriculum are designed and to talk with professors and

Enrollment Trends

Enrollment in the AEC�s regular class program continued to grow in 
2007-2008 at about a 10% pace. The big news this year is China; the 
number of Chinese students enrolled in AEC classes in 2007-2008 was 
over 150% higher than the number in 2006-2007. This trend is expected 
to continue.  Enrollment in the AEC�s special programs was steady, 
while Graduate Student Support enrollment grew by 11%.

Reaccreditation

The AEC was awarded 10-year re-accreditation (through April 2018) by 
the Commission on English Language Program Accreditation.  The AEC 

has no reporting requirements; this indicates that the commission has 
no signi�cant concerns about the AEC program. Only about a third of 
programs applying for re-accreditation receive it for the full 10 years on 
the �rst try.  It was noted in the letter from the executive director of CEA 
that the AEC has particular strengths in curriculum, faculty, administra-
tion and student services.

Special Programs 

The AEC continues to host a number of short-term programs in addi-
tion to its regular program of instruction.  Although most of these stu-
dents do not stay at KU to complete their academic career, they add to 
the international diversity of the campus and act as ambassadors for KU 
when they return home.  Occasionally, small numbers of these students 
return later as degree-seeking students. AEC special programs during

	 In 2007-2008, several institutions requested that the AEC pursues the 
possibility of establishing new short-term programs in the next one to 
two years.  
	 BilgitekArge Education and Consulting Inc. English Language 
Training Project Consortium. For this project, the Applied English 
Center would be one member of an English language training program 
consortium for Turkish citizen non-native English language teachers.  
	 Kansai University Study Abroad Program. For this project, Kansai 
University (Osaka, Japan) would send 15-20 students per year for Eng-
lish language and KU academic study and cultural enrichment.  A letter 
of interest has been signed by Kansai University and the University of 
Kansas. 
	 Chinese Judges Program. This project would be a four-week Eng-
lish training program for six judges from China. It is part of a larger legal 
internship program at KU. Our participation in this program is at the 
request of Interim Associate Vice Provost Thomas Heilke. 

	 Korean National University of Education � Intensive English 
Teacher Training Program (KNUE-IETTP). KNUE�s Intensive English 
Teacher Training Program (Cheongju, South Korea) is a national profes-
sional in-service teacher training program that is fully sponsored by the 
Korean Ministry of Education and Human Resources Development. The 
program consists of �ve months of domestic training and one month of 
overseas English language training. The Applied English Center would 
become one of a number of U.S. partner universities to conduct the 
one-month overseas study.  
	 Ewha Woman�s University. Ewha Woman�s University (Seoul, Ko-
rea) is currently the largest women-only university in the world. Ewha 
University�s O�ce of Global A�airs is interested in sending students to 
the Applied English Center for a short-term study abroad type pro-
gram in which students are integrated into its regular English language 
program and/or a specially designed program exclusively for a group of 
Ewha University students.  
	 Six-week English for Graduate Studies Program for Fulbright 
Grantees. This is a program that is funded by the Department of State�s 
Bureau of Cultural and Educational A�airs and administered by the In-
stitute for International Education (IIE). The Applied English Center has 
been invited by IIE to submit a proposal for this program in fall 2008. 
The AEC ran this program from summer 2000 to 2005. 

Graduate Support Program

The Graduate Support Program (GSP)�a combination of graduate 
school courses, workshops for students and faculty, counseling, and 
support groups�continues to see steadily increasing enrollments with 
enrollments increasing from 103 in 2006-2007 to 126 in 2007-2008.  A 
Professional Presentation course has been addded to the curriculum. 
Some of the funding for the GSP continues to come from external 
sources.  A PREP grant (KU Post Baccalaureate Research Education 
Program), which supports students from minority cultures in a program 
designed to prepare them for career in biomedical �elds, enrolls the 
participants in the Professional Writing course and supports the sal-
ary of the course instructor.  In addition, one researcher in SPED is now 
requiring all of his incoming PhD students to enroll in Professional Writ-
ing their �rst semester on campus.  More than half the students who 
enroll in the GSP courses are native speakers of English.
